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What must a student do to obtain housing for the 2008-2009 academic year? 

1. Submit the 2008-2009 On-Campus Housing Application, available at www.reslife.uconn.edu.  To be considered 

on-time, the application must be completed between December 3, 2007 and January 25, 2008. 

2. Participate in the 2008-2009 Online Housing Selection process.  Eligible students will select housing at their        
designated date and time during the Spring 2008 semester. 

3. Pay the fee bill in full prior to returning in August 2008. 
 

Will submitting an application guarantee a student housing for the 2008-2009 academic year? 

No, submitting an online housing application does NOT guarantee a student housing.  The University believes 

strongly that new students are most in need of the services provided by living on-campus.  Newly admitted students 

are guaranteed on-campus housing each fall, which leaves a limited number of spaces on-campus for returning        
residents.  Should the demand for on-campus housing exceed the number of spaces available for returning residents, a 
lottery process will be used to determine which returning residents will receive housing.   

Who is guaranteed housing, and for how long?     

Students entering as freshmen (admitted with housing) will receive four semesters of housing.  Transfer and Campus 

Change students eligible for housing will receive two semesters of housing.  All students desiring on-campus housing 

must apply and meet all housing deadlines each year.  A student who declines housing forfeits any guarantees for     

future on-campus housing.   
 

Who is eligible to participate in the 2008-2009 Online Housing Selection Process? 

• Returning residents who submit the housing application by January 25, 2008, AND 

• Who have lived on-campus fewer than eight semesters *, AND  

• Who are not impacted by the lottery, if a lottery is implemented. 
 

    *Residents who have lived on-campus for eight or more semesters are not eligible to participate in housing selection   

      and those who apply are automatically placed on the waiting list for housing.  Semesters on-campus are                  
      cumulative including a student’s undergraduate and graduate career. 
 

How will students select housing for next year? 
Eligible undergraduate students will participate in the 2008-2009 Online Housing Selection process in March/April 

2008.  Detailed information about this process will be sent to all eligible students during the spring semester via 
HuskyMail.   
 

Should students who earn a bachelor’s degree before the start of Fall 2008 select housing during the online       

process?  

No, students who are certain they will be graduating prior to Fall 2008 should NOT participate in the housing          

selection process.  A resident who selects housing through the undergraduate process and graduates prior to the Fall 
2008 semester will be removed from their undergraduate housing assignment.  Students who continue to enroll in 

courses at UConn after receiving a bachelor’s degree must complete the paper housing application provided by the 
Graduate School, if they are interested in living on-campus. 

Greetings from Residential Life 
The Department of Residential Life at the University of Connecticut currently houses over 11,000 undergraduate and 

graduate students attending the Storrs campus.  The process used by returning undergraduate residents to select 

housing for the 2008-2009 academic year begins in December 2007 with an application, and concludes in April 

2008 with an online housing selection process.  During this process, students are able to select housing.  This 

guide will help parents become familiar with the housing application and selection processes.

How will medical needs be considered in determining housing assignments?   
Students who have documented disabilities or health issues that may impact their living environment must apply for a 

housing accommodation with the Center for Students with Disabilities (CSD).  Students requesting an                       
accommodation must meet all Residential Life deadlines, complete a Housing Accommodations Request Form 
(available in the CSD office), and provide supporting documentation.  Completed forms and documentation must be 

submitted to the   Center for Students with Disabilities by February 1, 2008.  The CSD staff will determine if an       
accommodation is necessary and if so, make the appropriate housing assignment.  For more information, please visit

What does it mean to be on the waiting list? 
Students on the waiting list for on-campus housing are not guaranteed housing and are not 
eligible to participate in any portion of the housing selection process.  After the university 

meets it’s guarantees for housing, available spaces will be offered to students on the waiting 
list. 
 

Which students are placed on the waiting list? 

• Students impacted by the lottery  

• Commuter students 

• Current residents who submit the housing application after January 25, 2008 

• Campus Change students who have previously lived on-campus 

• Readmitted students 

• Students who have lived on-campus for eight or more semesters   
 

Lottery 
The University of Connecticut guarantees housing to new students each fall.  In order to fulfill this commitment, 
sometimes it means denying on-campus housing to some returning residents.  Residential Life realizes that the lottery 

process can be inconvenient and cause some students to panic.  We strive to assist students by sending out lottery 
numbers in October, as well as announcing in January whether or not a lottery will be held.  If a lottery is held,       

students who are impacted then have several months to begin their search for off-campus housing options.  The Office 
of Off-Campus Student Services provides resources for students who are searching for housing off-campus 

(www.offcampus.uconn.edu).  
 

Will a lottery be implemented for Fall 2008 housing? 
The need for a lottery will be determined in late January after the application deadline for returning residents (January 
25, 2008).  A lottery will be used if the demand for returning student housing exceeds the supply of available spaces.  

The lottery process is clarified below: 

• Residents who have lived on-campus for five or six semesters received a lottery number, ranging from 1-2,500.  

These numbers were distributed on October 31, 2007, to individual students through the HuskyMail system.  It is 
reasonable to assume that not all students assigned lottery numbers will   desire on-campus housing.  As a result, 
the lottery numbers have only an implied meaning.  Should a lottery be implemented, those students with low   

numbers are most likely to receive housing, while students with the highest lottery numbers are least likely to       
receive housing.   

• On January 31, 2008, an announcement will be made about whether or not a lottery will be implemented and if so, 
which students will be impacted by this process. 

 

The following students are exempt from a housing lottery: 

• Resident students who have lived on-campus fewer than five semesters, including the Fall 2007 semester, 

• Resident students who receive full University funded scholarships, 

• Resident students identified by the Honors Program as University Scholars, 

• Resident students with documented disabilities that require an on-campus accommodation, as determined by 

the Center for Students with Disabilities, and 

• Students returning in Fall 2008 from a UConn sponsored off-campus program such as Study Abroad, Co-op, 

or National Student Exchange.

 Cancellation Policy & Important Dates 

Housing Cancellations 

Are there penalties for cancelling housing during the summer? 
A returning resident who retains Fall 2008 Storrs enrollment but cancels housing: 

• Between June 1 - 30, 2008 will be responsible for 25% of the fall semester room 
fee. 

• Between July 1 - 31, 2008 will be responsible for 50% of the fall semester room 
fee. 

• After July 31, 2008 until the first day of classes will be responsible for 100% of 

the fall semester room fee.  After the first day of classes, the Contract Release 
policy goes into effect.
